


6B. Remove the Allen screw securing
the large gear from the kicker shaft.
Remove the gear.

6C. Remove the 3 Allen screws securing
the outer ramp assembly and remove the
ramp coupling.

6D. Install the clutch cable into the kicker
housing. Attach the cable onto the ramp
coupling.




6E. Install the ramp coupling insuring
the 3 balls are properly positioned (see
inset). Apply Loctite and secure the Allen
bolts.

Note: Steps 6F and 6G are critical to correctly time the spring tension for the kicker
pedal to properly return.

6F. With the kicker spring removed, rotate
the kicker shaft with the spring slot into
the 10 0'clock position.

6G. Place the large gear with the bottom
half moon retainer at the bottom as .
shown.Apply Loctite to the Allen screw
and secure it on the shaft.




6H. Using a wrench turn the kicker shaft
90 degrees (clockwise). While holding
the shaft in this position install the clutch
gear over the spring while at the same
time compressing the spring.

6l. Return the kicker shaft back to it's
previous position. If done correctly the
half moon retainer will hold the clutch
gear in place as shown.

7. Place the kicker return spring in the slot
on the main shaft and rotate it over the
dowel.

8. Using a new gasket install the cover
on to the transmission with the bolts
provided.
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9. Install the kicker arm (included) and
pedal assembly (sold separately).

10. Remove the pipe plug at the rear of the
cover. Fill the transmission until oil
runs out the plug hole. Install the plug
and the transmission oil filler cap.

11. Adjust the free play using the factory
service manual instructions.
