Use this tool to remove the brake caliper pistons.

Use Tool No. 1162 on all Big Twins with 4 piston brake
calipers, 2000 to 2007, and Sportsters, 2000 to 2003.

Use Tool No. 945 on all new Hayes front brake calipers FXST
and FXD 2008-present.

Use Tool No. 946 on all new Hayes rear brake calipers FXST
and FXD 2008-present.

Instructions for Tool No. 1162 or and No. 945

1. Place Brake Caliper Piston Remover No.1162,or No. 945 between caliper housing.

2. Insert three bridge bolts and tighten securely.

3. If the bleeder valve was removed reinstall it.

4. Apply low-pressure compressed air to the banjo bolt hole to remove pistons from caliper bores.
5. Remove bridge bolts and remove tool.

Instructions for Tool No. 946

Place Brake Caliper Piston Remover No0.946, between caliper housing.

Insert bolt No. 2018 and finger tighten only.

If the bleeder valve was removed reinstall it.

Apply low-pressure compressed air to the banjo bolt hole to remove pistons from caliper bores.
Remove bridge bolts and remove tool.
